Forging Genuine Faith

A number of years ago | visited
the work place of a smithy which

is short for blacksmith. For those
who are unaware of that term, a
smithy is someone who works
with steel. In a smithy’s workshop
you will find the tools of his trade.

The three primary tools are the
forge (hearth used for heating
steel), tongs (used for holding the
piece of steel while it is hot), and a

slack tub (tub filled with water
used to cool the steel down).

The process of forging a piece of
steel is fascinating. Imagine a
piece of steel with its strength and
power. Steel scorns pliability!
Steel is hard, strong, and
immovable! So how does steel
take proper shape? How do you
bend something that is
unbendable? How do you give
shape to something that refuses tg
take shape? It is called the
FORGING process. This is the
process by which you take a piece
of strong, powerful, self-reliant
steel and put it in the fire. As the
steel goes through the fire and
heats up, it becomes malleable.
The smithy holds the piece of hot
steel with the tongs and places it
on his anvil. There he takes a

hammer and with careful expertise
he begins to shape the steel into
something useful. During the

heating and shaping process,
impurities within the steel are

forced out. The finished product is

a strong piece of formed steel. The
entire process, though painful, is
accomplished at the hands of a
skilled blacksmith

As you watch and listen to the
news every day, do you ever
wonder how the things that are
taking place all over the world fit
into Biblical teachings? Where is
God in all that is going on? Dr.
David Jeremiah has books in your
church library that will encourage
you to study God’s word and seek
His answers.

In 2008, he wroteWhat In the
World Is Going On?In this book
he gives ten prophetic clues from
the Bible that you cannot afford to
ignore. Even then, he noted that
never before have we been faced
with such “jarring headlines,
distressing news analysis, or dire
predictions for our world.” Food
shortages, high fuel prices, natural
disasters, and such were rampant in
2008. Check this book out and be
reminded of what was going on.

In 2009, Dr. Jeremiah wrotdaving
With Confidence in a Chaotic
World, seeking answers to “what
on earth we should do now.” In
What In the World Is Going Orie
examined Scriptural prophecies
that describe the return of Jesus
Christ to the earth.In Living with
Confidence In a Chaotic Worlde
searches God’'s Word for clues as
to how we are to live in the
meantime.

Then in 2011, this same author
wrote | Never Thought I'd See the
Day in which he “examines the
signs of the decline of Western
civilization and how this
accelerating cultural shift might
impact us all. Here is a list of
trends and events he discusses:
*Marriage becoming obsolete;
*The Bible marginalized;
*Spiritual warfare intensifying;
*An ancient nation intimidating the
modern world; *America turning
its back on Israel; *Atheists
virtually attacking religion. As you
